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The Doi Tung Development Project, Flagship project of the
Mae Fah Luang Foundation under Royal Patronage

The Doi Tung Development Project (DTDP) is located in Thailand’s northem
most province Chiang Rai, in the heart of the *Golden Triangle,” infamous worldwide
for illicit opium production and trafficking.  Sharing a 27 km border with Myanmar,
the 159 km2 (about 37,000 acres) project area is home to nearly 11,000 people from
six ethnic minority groups in 29 villages.

Following the philosophy of HRH the Princess Mother, founder of the Mae
Fah Luang Foundation and initiator of DTDP, an integrated and holistic
approach, now known as Sustainable Alfemative Livelihood Development (SALD)
has been developed to tackle poverty, the root cause of the opium culttivation,
human trafficking, and other environmentally and socially damaging activities that
were plaguing the people of Dol Tung. Through SALD, the ethnic minorities living in
the project area were provided truly sustainable economic alfematives which
today give legitimate livelihood as well as full access to quality health-care and
education, while conserving their environment and unique traditions.

Dol Tung’s Sustainable Altemative Livelihood Development model is
recognized as one of the best practices in the world in reducing the supply of illicit
drugs by improving the lives of those who had grown those narcotic crops. The
project has extended its work to elsewhere in Thailand as well as abroad, in
Myanmar, Afghanistan, and Indonesia, to alleviate poverty and empower people

Dol Tung Royal Villa

The Royal Villa, or *Home on the Hill” of HRH the Princess Mother, was built
in 1988 when she initiated the Dol Tung Development Project, using her
private funds and with the cooperation of the government and the private
sector. Built in a style combining that of a Swiss chalet with Lanna (northemn Thai)
architecture, it is decorated with folk wood carving of the local artisans. The
simple interior design exudes elegance with functionality, reflecting the charac-
ter of the owner. An interesting mix of art and science can be seen throughout
the Villa, especially on the ceilling of the main hall. The balconies are
decorated with brightly colored flowers, while the beautiful gardens in the

front of the Villa overlook the panoramic views of Mae Chan and even as far
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The Mae Fah Luang Garden

Situated in a valley just by the Royal Villa, this PATA Award®* winning garden was built in
accordance with the Princess Mother's wish to give all Thai people an opportunity to enjoy temperate
flowers, especially those unable to travel overseas. This meticulously maintained 4-hectare garden
includes almost a hundred varieties of flowers in a dazzling array of colors, with new designs each
season and each year. The central landmark of the garden is a work by one of Thailand’s foremost
sculptors, the late Ms. Misiem Yip-In-Soi. Named “Continuity” by the Princess Mother, the sculpture

shows that continuous effort leads to success. (Awarded for Tourist Site Development)
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The Mae Fah Luang Arboretum at Doi Chang Moob

Situated on Dol Chang Moob, at 1,500 meters above sea level, the highest
peak of the Nang Nawn (Reclining Woman) Range along the Thai-Myanmar
border, this was once along an important opium trafficking route. The area has
now been tumed into an arboretum in the midst of pine forests, native Sorrel
Himalayan Cherry trees and fragrant orchid trees.  Hundreds of species of
Rhododrendron from different continents are grown along with native Thai
orchids, blooming in different seasons. At the peak of Dol Chang Moob, visitors
can enjoy a panoramic view of the mountains of the Golden Triangle, from the

lush green forest of Doi Tung, to Myanmar and as far as Laos,
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The Cottage Industries Centre and Outlet

Established as part of job creation and poverty dlleviation of the Doi Tung
Development Project, the center’s work focused on improving traditional skills, design
and quality. Products are sold under the DOI]‘[/JN? brand. Located in a compound
of 4.3 hectares at the foot of Dol Tung, about 300 artisans from 3 generations skillfully
produce hand woven textiles and carpets, mulberry paper, ceramics, and fashion
accessories and ready to wear. The center provides steady jobs and income to the
residents while also helping them eam legitimate livelihoods with dignity.

The United Nation Office on Drugs and Crimes (UNODC) issued a label for
all DoiTung products, recognizing that income earned from the products contributes

to the alleviation of illicit growing of narcotic drugs.
